1) To be digible to compete in the Essay Contest: The contestant must
be a member of the Pennsylvania Junior Holstein Association.
The contest is divided into three age divisions:
Senior Division
18-21 years of age as of January 1% in the year of competition.
Intermediate Division
14-17 years of age as of January 1% in the year of competition.
Junior Division
9-13 years of age as of January 1% in the year of competition.

2) Contestants in the Essay Contest will be required to send a copy of their Essay
to the State Holstein Office by January 4th.
3) All contestants must be registered to participate and have their Essay to the PA
Holstein Office by January 4th.

Il. Subject
Contestants may choose any subject pertaining to Holstein Cattle and the Dairy
Industry. We have identified three (3) sample topics that can also be chosen by
contestants to write their essay on. Topicsinclude:
“An Essay about my favorite cow”
“Why I like living/working on adairy farm”
“My favorite dairy product is...”
For subject matter we wish to encourage exploration and understanding
of any and al entities of the dairy industries, emphasizing the Holstein's role.
Current policies, affairs, and trends in the industry are suitable topics.

[11. Contest Rulesand Limits
In the Senior Division: Each essay shall be a maximum of 1,000 words.
In the Intermediate Division: Each essay shall be a maximum of 500 words.
In the Junior Division: Each essay a maximum of 300 words.
All essays must be typed using a 12 point font.

1) The Y outh Committee will be in charge of the contest. Competent and
impartial judges will be selected by the Committee to judge the contest.

Awards will be given to the top three individualsin each division.
